Over the past four weeks 
KAIII has competed in 
three races.  

The first outing for the 
new car was at RNAS 
Merryfield where we 
came 8th out of 24 
competitors, achieving a 
distance of 77.3 miles 

over a four hour period. We were not sure how well 
the car would do as the new batteries have 30% less 
available power than the old ones. Peter McCarthy 
had the honour of being the fastest driver in the team 
by completing a lap of the 1.4 mile circuit in 1minute 
57seconds. The weather for the race could have been 
a bit better and we faced monsoon conditions at one 
point ɀ not exactly what you want for electric cars. We 
missed out on being the top Somerset car by just one 
lap! 

The second race was at Castle Coombe. The day 
started very early as we had to get the car through 
scrutineering at 8am, but ended very well with the 
team managing a very credible 15th place out of 49 
competitors. The last few laps of the race were very 
tense as the car was struggling on dying batteries, but 
Adrian Wrzesinski nursed it round to take the 
chequered flag. The fastest lap for the team was 
achieved this time by Charlie Miners who managed 
to do a lap of the 2.3 mile track in 3minutes 
56seconds ɀ a huge improvement over KAII.  Many of 

the other cars struggled in 
the extreme October heat, 
but our car just kept on 
going. We completed 83.3 
miles which was enough to 

qualify us 31st in the country for the national final on 
October 16th. The highest ranking KAII ever achieved 
was 46th!

Once the area is ready, hopefully about May/June 2012, the students will take 
some lessons outdoors. They will Learn Numeracy, Literacy, Science and DT in an 
exciting informative way. In addition they will cook and eat their own vegetables 
on a fire pit; make jewellery out of willow; make mini beast hotels and organise 
treasure hunts.

application for a grant from Somerset County Council, 
for £320, under its School Grounds Wildlife 

Conservation Grant.  This scheme allows schools to make 
their grounds more wildlife friendly and to provide a safe 

and exciting way for children to learn about the natural environment. The money 
will be spent on creating wildflower gardens and meadows, creating a log pile or bug 
hotels and generally replanting to encourage wildlife into this area.   

The Outdoor Learning Centre is based on the Forest Schools idea (see www.forestschools.com/what-happens
-at-a-forest-school for background information).  Mrs Legg has had full Forest School training.
