Can you help with our Botanical Garden project? 
Dear Parents 

We would like to create a botanical garden within and outside Art Studio 3 (the sculpture and 
ceramics studio) where students can study what has already proven to be a popular source of 
inspiration.  We have a large (3m high x 5m wide) south-facing window to Studio 3 where 
plants such as palms, yucca’s etc could be grown.  Through the placement of high tensile wire 
supports, other plants such as nasturtiums, sweet pea and clematis could be trained to grow 
high into and surrounding the larger plants, the plants could also be integrated with still life 
‘objects’. 

We have the money to purchase small plants but would welcome any donations of larger, more 
expensive plants or offers of horticultural advice? 

The visually interesting plants would be used as a source of 
inspiration  for drawing, painting, sculpture, ceramics, print-making 
and etching, and photography.

Cyberbullying Advice Authors Visiting 
 

New research on cyberbullying has highlighted the role of 
parents in prevention. 

A survey undertaken by the ABA said that “Parent’s need 
to be aware of cyberbullying is affecting younger age 
groups as more children get mobile phones and have 
computer access.  Nationally we know that around 22% of 
secondary school pupils have suffered cyberbullying”. 

ABA offer parents the following tips to protect their 
children: 

 Know which websites your children visit and help them 
find the ‘report abuse’ or ‘block sender’ options so they 
can feel in control 

 Tell your children not to reply to unpleasant messages 

 Urge them to keep evidence—not to delete bullying 
texts, emails or posts on social networking sites 

 Make sure they act thoughtfully in cyberspace—
comments and photos can stay online forever and texts 
can be forwarded widely 

 Ensure they protect their password to keep their files 
and information safe 

 Encourage them to take action and talk to you if they 
are cyberbullied
